PUBLIC PORTION OF MEETING
The Mayor opened the meeting to the public for questions or comments:
Kerri Santalucia – 11 Dell Ave., Netcong 

· Mrs. Santelucia noticed many children riding bikes without helmets.  She was wondering if there are there any programs in place to encourage use of helmets.  The Mayor replied that the town used to hand out “good kid” cards which provided discounts from local businesses.  The Mayor requested that Mr. Blakeslee speak with the Police Chief on this issue.

· While at the Borough Parks with her young children, she noticed older children at the park using foul language and behaving inappropriately. What can be done to curb this behavior?  The Mayor explained that new cameras will be installed in the parks shortly, which will help in the monitoring of behavior at the parks.  He complemented Mrs. Santelucia regarding her attempts to speak with the children. 
· Can the Arbolino Park be improved to encourage older children to use that facility instead of DiRenzo Park which is geared to younger children? Councilman Still stated that this is a Building and Grounds issue. Councilman Hathaway asked if there is money available from the county for such improvements. Councilman Sylvester suggested that Open Space money might be used for this purpose. Administrator Ralph Blakeslee stated using Open Space grant money might require a dedicated tax plan. Mayor Nametko suggested approaching the Municipal Alliance for assistance.

· Mrs. Santelucia wanted to know what recourse parents have if they feel there are improprieties at the Netcong BOE.  Councilman Still suggested going to the County Superintendent of Schools. Councilman Hathaway alluded to a legal routine that has not been followed.  The Mayor returned to the idea of parents getting together and visiting the County Superintendent of schools.
Alan Cook – 44 Dell Ave.

· Mr. Cook strongly advised that the Mayor and Council obtain a copy of the Netcong School Budget and April minutes and review them carefully.  The Mayor provided some background regarding how the school budget is now approved.
Gerald Burt – 34 Amendola Dr.

· Mr. Burt explained his neighbor Mr. Brauer was with him this evening.  He expressed concern that their neighbor at 33 Amendola Dr. is feeding wild animals.  He noted that Bears are roaming through yards and lounging on homeowners’ decks. Pigeons are leaving droppings on driveways and cars. Mr. Burt would like to know if there is an ordinance in place for this. The Mayor stated there is probably a state law to discourage feeding of wild animals. The only ordinance in place for Netcong is prohibited feeding of geese. Ralph Blakeslee will check Borough Ordinances and contact the Mt. Olive Board of Health and State Fish and Game.
Bob Brauer - 35 Amendola Dr.

· Mr. Brauer also wished to express concern with his neighbor at 33 Amendola feeding wild animals, which includes the pigeons. There are 40-50 pigeons roosting on the power lines above Mr. Brauer’s driveway daily leaving large amounts of droppings. He feels this is a health issue. He included that he and his wife have to wash the car off of all the bird droppings every morning.
